LANCASHIRE COMBINED FIRE AUTHORITY CODE OF CONDUCT/REGISTER OF INTERESTS
The Lancashire Combined Fire Authority on the 17th September 2007, in accordance with the Local Authorities (Model Code of Conduct) Order 2007 (SI No 1159) formally adopted a revised Code of Conduct for Members and Co-Opted Members of the Authority.

The revised Code establishes new rules of Conduct and behaviour expected of members and co-opted members.
All members have to renew their record of financial and other interests as specified in the revised Code, in a Register kept by the Clerk to the Combined Fire Authority in accordance with Section 81(1) of the Local Government Act 2000.

The Register of Interests is available for public inspection at the offices of the Clerk to the Authority, C/O Lancashire Fire and Rescue Service Headquarters, Garstang Road, Fulwood, Preston PR2 3LH during normal office hours. Members must also provide written notification of any gift or hospitality over the value of £25.

Anybody who believes that a Member or voting Co-opted Members has breached the Code can complain, in writing, to Chair of the Assessment Sub-Committee, Lancashire Combined Fire Authority Standards Committee, C/o Lancashire Fire and Rescue Service Headquarters, Garstang Road, Fulwood, Preston, PR2 3LH. The Assessment Sub-Committee can only deal with complaints about the behaviour of a member and will not deal with matters that are not covered by the Code of Conduct. Any complaint must be about why the member has not followed the Code of Conduct.
